Graph 10 is the count of confirmed cases closed
or closed due to death. Stark County has a total
of 7146 cases closed of which 350 are due to
death.

Cases can be closed for the following reasons:
eThe person passed away. Can be either COVID-
related or not COVID-related.

eSymptoms have resolved in that case.

eThe person is no longer being followed by the
local health department.

A cluster is defined as 2 or more cases with a
common time and place of exposure. In Stark
County, commonly these are work place,
congregate living or family event/party settings.
Additionally, cases that were exposed to
original case members of the cluster and they
subsequently became ill are also then linked to
the original cluster.

The virus that causes COVID-19 is a novel coronavirus that was first identified during an investigation
into an outbreak in Wuhan, China.

¢ Meets confirmatory laboratory evidence. NOTE: Asymptomatic infections are reportable as confirmed cases.

* Meets presumptive laboratory evidence AND was reported on or after November 1, 2020; OR

o For reports received prior to November 1, 2020: meets presumptive laboratory evidence AND either clinical criteria OR
epidemiologic linkage; OR

¢ Meets clinical criteria AND epidemiologic linkage with no confirmatory laboratory testing performed for SARS-CoV-2;
OR

¢ Meets vital records criteria with no confirmatory laboratory evidence for SARS-CoV-2.

Counts and rates are based on date of illness onset. If onset date is unknown, the earliest known date is utilized. Any
rates based on counts less than 10 are considered unreliable and caution should be exercised when interpreting. Due to
testing restrictions, data may be skewed. Report compiled by Canton City Public Health.
